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Absent Children

Parents are to inform the school if a student is to be away for any period of time. The preferred method is
via the Skoolbag App. Simply go to eForms and select Absentee Form. This submission is forwarded to the
relevant teacher for their information.

While we appreciate that parents are busy in the mornings, it is important that the school is informed as

soon as possible of the studentds absence. Advi s
necessity for the school to contact parents concerr
I n the event that a student i s absent and we have

the school will send you an SMS to confirm the reason for the absence.

If students arrivdate to school (even marginally), that is after 8.45aney are required to come in via the
school office and sigim. Again following this procedure avoids the necessity for the school to contact
parents regarding absence.

Extended Absence

Requirements under the current Education Act mean that students who are on leave from school must seek
approval through the school using the Application for Exemption Form A (available at the school office).’ For
temporary exemptions less than one month or for a family travel/holiday up to 12 months, exemptions may
only be approved by the Principal. NEhool fees still apply during any absence unless approved by the Principal.
